who are homeless. ICP
provides shelter, food,
restorative rest, health
care coordination and case
management services,

STUDENT MENTAL HEALTH &
TRAUMA INFORMED STAFF TRAINING

Through a combination of
local and regional community
benefit grants, Sacramento
City USD and Elk Grove USD
launched several new mental
health awareness programs
focused on LGBTQ students
and students with a history
of trauma. Elk Grove USD

establlshed new Gay-Straight Alliance clubs and provided
awareness training for staff and students. Sacramento City
USD is spreading trauma-informed practices among their
support services staff and will incorporate a new online suicide
prevention curriculum that will be used by middle and high-
school students and teachers.
